Establishing Qualifying Fees for the 2010 General Election

The Board of County Commissioners is required by O.C.G.A. 21-2-131, to fix and publish qualifying fees for county offices not later than February 1 of any year in which a General Primary, Non-partisan Election, or General Election is to be held.  For the offices of members of the county governing authority, or Board of Commissioners, the qualifying fee is 3% of the base salary established by local Act of the General Assembly, and is not adjusted to reflect training, supplements, or cost-of-living increases.
